Dear Parent/ Carer 
 
Your child’s annual report is now available on eportal and they have received a paper copy today to bring home.  
 
The full report includes all subject reports and a pastoral report. The subject report includes end of Key Stage 4 target 
grade (set at the beginning of Year 10 and based on previous attainment), the current Year 11 grade and a predicted 
grade (which is based on the pupil’s current work ethic and progress to date). We also have given overall grades for 
‘Attitude to Learning’ which refers to pupil focus and commitment to learning as defined below:

If there is an ‘Independent Study’ concern with homework or coursework or a ‘Personal Organisation’, concern this will be 
stated. The subject teacher also has added a comment to guide further progress.  
 
Current attainment for pupils doing English Literature and Media Studies will follow at the end of January as will 
predicted grades for the Sciences. The pupils have been advised of their progress and are receiving guidance on how to 
improve or sustain their performance to reach their end of Key Stage 4 target.
